DBFA 

recognizes that retaining and attracting families 

is a powerful and necessary instrument of urban 

revitalization and therefore 

seeks to engage socially 

active parents and community 

leaders, as we gradually 

expand to address downtown 

neighborhoods beyond  

the waterfront.
